However, a suggestion: write out your list at
home and place it in a prominent place, create a
little altar with a crucifix if necessary. Light a
candle and say the prayers for the dead (on the
opposite page) together as a family.

If you follow the Mass online on the parish
webcam, or on radio, you could again light a
candle beside the list during the Mass.
