Verediana- wisdom and fortitude  
The grandmother of the family, 68-year-old 
Verediana, lives with a disability and is unable 
to work. The family do not have any livestock or 
land, so they are solely reliant on Uwamahoro’s 
income to buy food, along with whatever they 
can gather themselves from around the local 
community, such as cassava leaves and beans, 
which she pounds down to make a stew. 
Verediana has lived in her small community all 
her life. She has survived three wars, but was left 
with a disability that limits her movement, which 
makes the precarious nature of the roof in her 
house even more worrying: ‘It is just my 
daughter who goes and works and gets us what 
to eat, and the problem is having this house 
which is old, so it can fall down any time.’ 

Verediana acknowledges that she has been 
through a lot in her life, but she is very spiritual 
and inspirational in her resilience.‘What I can 
tell people is that if I only get what to eat and 
what to drink, that is enough’
